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Note: This is an updated report due to the heated activity in the lithium market in general, in 
the higher prices paid for lithium and junior lithium exploration companies, specifically, and 
the higher premium attached to the stock prices of all lithium players as of April 2011. 
 
Force Energy Corp. (the “Company”), currently is one of the only American listed junior 
companies engaged in profiting from lithium in the mineral rich Canadian Shield.  
 
The Company has acquired an option in a 100% interest in a contiguous block of mineral claims, 
known as the Zoro 1 Claim, which cover approximately 52 hectares, and are located near the 
East Shore of Wekusko Lake (in the Snow Lake region) in west-central Manitoba, Canada. 
 
The Snow Lake area is located in Central Manitoba on the Canadian Shield.  This area has been 
heavily staked by numerous junior mining companies. 
 
The Company’s claim location is close to both the Southern Ontario auto manufacturing center 
for Canada, and to Michigan, the USA’s traditional automotive manufacturing base.  
 
Force Energy’s technical team has received a NI 43-101F1 with reported historic reserves of 
1,727,550 total undiluted tonnage of lithium. 
 
In addition to lithium, the region is known for occurrences of gold, kimberlites (diamonds), and 
copper in addition to potash and rare earth minerals. 
 
In addition to the claims in Manitoba, Force Energy Corp. holds a 50% interest in the Hayter 
Fields located in Central Alberta, Canada.  Although Force has commenced exploration and 
initial drilling of the field, its focus has been diverted to the Zoro 1 Claim due to the encouraging 
historic reserve numbers and the increasing demand globally for lithium. 
 
The valuation calculated for Force Energy Corp. does not take into account the value of the 
Hayter Field because the Company has put the project on hold pending a recovery in the price of 
natural gas. 
 
In addition, the valuation model is subject to grow since only known reserves are used in the 
calculation of book value and discounted cash flows.  Further, the data available only took into 
account reserves available from a single dyke – there are seven in total to explore. 
 
The valuation model used in this report encompasses an estimated book value per share as well 
as utilizing a projected cash flow using conservative assumptions and discount rate.

The driving force behind the demand for electric vehicle batteries is of course Peak Oil.  
Combating global oil dependence is now on every nation’s priority list.  It is estimated that by 
the beginning of 2011 (a few short months away) oil production will have fallen to 82 mb/d.  
Estimated global oil production by 2020 is 65 mb/d. One half of all oil consumption is driven by 
the transportation sector – the majority of it, road transport, creating the demand for electric 
vehicles. 
 
In addition, both the lithium claim and the oil wells are located in Canada, a recognized world 
leader in exploration, financing and production of mineral and oil and gas.  Canada also boasts 
the most stable political climate in the world, and arguably one of the world’s most resilient 
economies. 
 
Canada’s political stance vis-a-vis the rest of the world bodes well as a producer of lithium since 
there is concern that the United States maybe trading an oil addiction for a lithium addiction and 
become independent from one foreign energy source only to become dependent on another. 
 
Rimini’s valuation model takes into account risks against finding an economically viable 
discovery, along with risks associated with an exploration stage company listed on the OTCBB, 
with limited resources and finances. 
 
 We estimate the PPSE at $1.82. 
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HISTORY AND BACKGROUND 

 
 
The Company was incorporated in the state of Nevada, United States of America on November 
1, 2006.  Incorporated as Farrier Resources Corp., the Company is an exploration stage company 
and was formed for the purpose of acquiring exploration and development stage mineral 
properties.  The Company’s year-end is November 30.  
 
On February 12, 2008, the Farrier Resources Corp. (the “Company”) acquired 100% of the 
common shares of Force Energy Corp., a Nevada company incorporated in 2005.  On the same 
date, the Company filed with the Nevada Secretary of State to effect a merger between the two 
companies.  The surviving entiy was the Company and immediately it changed its name to Force 
Energy Corp (the “Company” or “Force”). 
 
Beginning 2007, the Company began focusing on participation and exploration in certain oil 
properties in Alberta Canada, most particularly a prospect known as Hayter 10-8-40-1.  In return 
for relinquishing a percentage of the prospect, the Company managed to retire substantially all of 
its debt at the time. 
 
On February 6, 2008, the Company received authorization to trade under its new symbol FORC. 
 
On September 16, 2009 Force Energy Corp. (“Force”) entered into an assignment agreement 
with G2 Petroleum, LLC, a Delaware, corporation, pursuant to which Force purchased a 25% 
working interest in G2 Petroleum’s Diamond Springs Prospect in consideration for issuing to G2 
Petroleum 450,000 common shares of Force. The acquisition was completed on September 16, 
2009. Following completion of the acquisition, Force holds a 75% working interest in the 
Diamond Springs Prospect (currently under Contract of Sale, and so not considered further in 
this report). 
 
On November 16, 2009, Force Energy Corp. entered into an agreement that allows it to draw 
down on a financing equity line of credit for $5 million.  The equity is to be issued at 
approximately 20% below market value, and must be drawn down in increments of not less than 
$100,000. 
 
On July 6, 2010, Force entered into an option agreement whereby Force would be granted sole 
and exclusive right to acquire 100% net undivided interest in the property known as Zoro 1.  The 
property will primarily be explored for its lithium deposits.  The Zoro 1 Property is 52 hectares 
in area and is located near the East Shore of Wekusko Lake in west-central Manitoba, Canada. 
 
On July 21, 2010, Tim DeHerrera was elected to the Board of Directors, and appointed 
President, Chief Executive Officer, and Chief Financial Officer.   
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MINERAL CLAIMS  

 
�

The Hayter Prospect 

Force Energy Corp. maintains a 50% working interest in County Line Energy Corp. interest in 
the Hayter Well (10D Hayter 10-8-40-1 W4M) located in Alberta, Canada. The well was 
spudded in January 2007 and drilled to a total depth.  

The well logs revealed a gas zone of 4 to 5 meters of thickness in a shallow zone and a heavy oil 
pay zone of 2 meters of thickness. 

Further, a seismic study conducted by County Line Energy at a cost of $650,000 revealed an 
extremely large anomaly indicating similar characteristics to a well that had produced 16,000 
barrels of oil (the previous well’s geological structure was used as the interpretation of the 
study). 

The Company will likely re-visit this prospect once gas prices improve to maximize economic 
benefit. 

�
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The Zoro – 1 Claim 

Force Energy Corp maintains an option on a 100% working interest in the Zoro 1 Lithium 
Property in the Snow Lake area of west-central Manitoba, Canada. 

The Zoro 1 property is a 52 hectare (128 acre) tract of land located near the East Shore of 
Wekusko Lake in west-central Manitoba, Canada. There are seven zoned pegmatite dykes on the 
property. The main, most westerly dyke is 4.5 to 6 m high, 27 m wide and 183 m long. 

A historic reserve estimate for Li2O has been calculated on limited drilling on a single dyke on 
the Zoro 1 property. Drilling indicated reserves coupled with data from trenching have been 
calculated with a total undiluted tonnage given as 1,727,550 at 0.945% Li2O. The deposits 
are of significant merit but will require further e xploration and work. Force Energy plans to 
explore and develop its Zoro 1 Lithium property. 

The Zoro 1 property is situated in NTS area 63J13SE in the east end of the Proterozoic Flin Flon-
Snow Lake greenstone belt. The property is underlain by Ocean Floor mafic volcanic rocks and 
related intrusions and to a lesser extent Missi Group clastic quartzofeldspathic sedimentary 
rocks. The property is situated in a magnetically “quiet” area surrounded on all sides by large, 
intense magnetic highs. The area is crosscut by northeast and near-east-trending structures 
including the Berry Creek fault that extends along Crowduck Bay just north of Wekusko Lake. 
  
The Zoro 1 pegmatite dykes strike northwest and dip steeply northeast. These dykes occupy a 
series of northwest fractures within a package of mafic volcanic rocks that are predominantly 
massive flows. Due to mantling of the general area of the pegmatites by silt and clay-rich 
glaciolacustrine sediment, outcrop of the pegmatites are not abundant and tend to be only partly 
exposed. 
  
The seven Zoro 1 pegmatites were exposed by a series of seven main trenches and a total of 78 
diamond drill holes during historic exploration. The seven zoned pegmatite dykes intrude 
Proterozoic Amisk Group volcanic and volcaniclastic rocks in a 2 km zone trending 
approximately 55° northwest, strike north to northwest and dip vertically. Individual pegmatite 
dykes have lengths of approximately 244 m. The main, most westerly dyke outcrops along the 
west side of a ridge, 4.5 to 6 m high, and intrudes siliceous metasedimentary rocks and 
amphibolite. It is 27 m (90 ft.) wide and is exposed in 16 cross-trenches for a length of 183 m. 
  
The outer zones of the pegmatite dykes contain pink aplite and coarse feldspar, muscovite, 
tourmaline, and beryl. Spodumene, quartz, cleavelandite, and tourmaline form core zones with 
interstitial coarse feldspar. Spodumene is usually coarse-grained and is sometimes altered. It is 
most prevalent in the central 9 m (30 ft.) of the main dyke. In this dyke, spodumene crystals (up 
to 35 cm long) occur either in clusters, over widths of 6 m or more, or associated with coarse 
tourmaline and perthite megacrysts; some spodumene crystals show a preferred orientation of 
45° to 55°. One of two parallel dykes south of the main outcrop, is 5 m wide, and contains 
spodumene crystals in pods (up to 33 cm across). In other dykes, coarse grained spodumene is 



�

abundant in lenticular bands and fine-grained spodumene is distributed through aplitic patches. 
Beryl occurs as white, anhedral to subhedral crystals less than 1 inch (2.5 cm) in diameter in 
three of the seven dykes. Columbite-tantalite and sparse minute grains of pyrite and chalcopyrite 
were found in thin sections and gold mineralization is present in quartz-rich veins and laminae in 
association with arsenopyrite, pyrrhotite and chalcopyrite. 
 
The Zoro 1 property hosts multiple rare metal spodumene pegmatite dykes. The main mass of 
spodumene-bearing zones exposed in seven main trenches has not been fully delineated and a 
recommended exploration program will assess the geological characteristics of the dykes on the 
property. Trench rehabilitation, new sampling from the trenches and diamond drilling and a 
thorough assay/analytical approach accompanied by a quality assurance and quality control 
program is recommended. Rare and precious metal contents in the pegmatite, not considered in 
the historic exploration and development program, can also be assessed in this manner.�
�

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THE ELECTRIFYING ARGUMENTS ABOUT LITHIUM 
 
According to the Handbook of Lithium and Natural Calcium by Donald Garrett, 
 

“Lithium is a comparative rare element, although it is found in many rocks and some 
brines, but always in very low concentrations.  There are a fairly large number of both 
lithium mineral and brine deposits but only comparatively a few of them are of actual 
or potential commercial value.  Many are very small, others are too low in grade.” - 
Handbook of Lithium and Natural Calcium, Donald E. Garrett, Academic Press, 2004.

The bulk of the demand for lithium is in the form of lithium carbonate.  There is consensus for 
global demand growth to be driven by the growth of demand for high purity lithium carbonate 
(99.95% +) for electric vehicle batteries: 
 

·  President Obama has stated publicly his goal of one million hybrid electric vehicles on 
American roads no later than 2015.   

·  Toshiba has recently announced its intention to target more than 10% of the rechargeable 
battery market within 5 years.   

·  And the Oracle from Omaha, Warren Buffet, through Birkshire Hathaway’s holdings in 
MidAmerican Energy Holdings just confirmed his support and investment in Chinese 
Electric Vehicle manufacturer BYD Co. by purchasing a 10% stake in the company. 

 
The driving force behind the demand for electric vehicle batteries is of course Peak Oil.  
Combating global oil dependence is now on every nation’s priority list.  It is estimated that by 
the beginning of 2012 (a few short months away) oil production will have fallen to 82 mb/d.  
Estimated global oil production by 2020 is 65 mb/d. One half of all oil consumption is driven by 
the transportation sector – the majority of it, road transport, creating the demand for electric 
vehicles. 
 
Adding to the problem is growing concern over the environment, oil spill dangers such as the BP 
catastrophe, and the unwillingness of more and more people to spoil the pristine arctic (if 
ownership is ever truly determined). 
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Lithium Production  
 
At present Lithium is produced from a variety of sources.  The two most common are continental 
brines and from hard rock, also known as pegmatite and/or spodumene deposits.  Both sources 
yield Lithium Carbonate. 
 
 
RESOURCES AND RESERVES OF GLOBAL LITHIUM PRODUCTION , 2009 

 
 
Continental brines account for the majority of lithium production globally, with the most prolific 
sites located in South America.  Without taking China into account (since lithium deposits there 
have not yet been verified), 70% of the most economic deposits of lithium are located in a 30 sq 
km triangle where the borders of Chile, Bolivia and Argentina meet.  Minor brine sites have also 
been discovered in the USA, most notably in Nevada and the Carolinas.  No new major brine 
discoveries have been made recently. 
 
The second largest source of lithium is hard rock lithium found in dykes of 
pegmatite/spodumene. This hard rock lithium is not as economical to mine as brine lithium, but 
it is more prevalent.   
 
 
LITHIUM PRICES 
 
Although no spot market exists for lithium, Rimini’s research revealed a softening of lithium 
prices during the global recession.  There is also no consensus among lithium producers and 
lithium watchers with respect to the amount of reserves of lithium.   
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(This is mostly due to the fact that reserves of lithium are only considered reserves, if they are 
economical to mine at the time the calculation is made – and with rising lithium prices, or 
advances in technology, reserves automatically increase).  
 
The data indicate an increase in demand in the near future.  Due to the softness in prices, many 
lithium projects have been put on hold (a decrease in the reserve calculation, with no physical 
decrease in actual quantities of known lithium).  However, global demand is forecast to increase 
dramatically starting 2017. 
 
The giants in the industry have individually come up with Lithium Carbonate demand for the 
year 2020:  
 

·  Senior officers of SQM, the leading Lithium producer in the world predicts lithium 
demand excluding electric vehicle battery potential to grow between 3 and 5% per 
annum.  Including electric vehicles, the prediction for Lithium Carbonate grew to an 
extra 55,000 – 65,000 tonnes. 

·  Senior officers of Chemtall (a division of Rockwell Holdings Inc. (NYSE:ROC)), the 
world’s second largest Lithium producer estimated lithium demand excluding electric 
vehicle battery potential to grow between 3 and 5% per annum.  Including electric 
vehicles, the prediction for Lithium Carbonate grew to an extra 90,000 – 145,000 
tonnes. 

·  Senior officers of both companies also predicted an extra demand from vehicular use of 
lithium carbonate at 135,000 – 145,000 tonnes in 2030. (Remember, that’s in addition to 
non vehicular demand growing at 3 – 5% per annum). 

 
One of the critical points in determining lithium demand and supply, and therefore price for 
lithium is that traditional lithium producers have not granted any offtake agreements to the major 
automotive manufacturers.  However automotive manufacturers don’t want to have to depend on 
a spot price for lithium because missing a shipment due to a low bid on the spot price could 
cause production delays worth hundreds of millions of dollars.  So they have been negotiating 
contracts.  However, Rimini feels strongly this trend must lead to offtake agreements. 
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Recent developments in the demand for lithium carbonate for electric vehicles and plug in hybrid 
vehicles include: 
 

·  The Nissan Leaf has become the first all electric car from a major auto company, and it 
comes equipped with a lithium-ion battery 

·  Tesla Motors produces the all electric Tesla Roadster, a sexy sports car, and now a luxury 
sedan, the Model S, both featuring lithium-ion batteries 

·  Li-ion Motors just won the Progressive X-Prize valued at $2.5 million USD featuring a 
lithium-ion battery that achieved a mind boggling 187 miles per gallon equivalent 

 
Therefore, it is expected that the price of lithium is poised to rise, driven by demand factors, and 
limited supply. 
 
Current supplies, including current announced production plans will not meet demand. 
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MINERAL LITHIUM MINING AND CANADA 

 
As discussed above, lithium from brine is the most economical source of lithium.  Mineral 
lithium (found in hard rock) from pegmatite/spudomene deposits is more prevalent, and as 
lithium demand skyrockets will likely become the dominant source of lithium for the future. 
 
Canada is a producer of lithium.  And that lithium has been upgraded economically enough to 
produce a marketable lithium carbonate product for the batter industry (the highest specifications 
required). 
 
Canada’s political stance vis-a-vis the rest of the world bodes well as a producer of lithium since 
there is concern that the United States maybe trading an oil addiction for a lithium addiction and 
become independent from one foreign energy source only to become dependent on another. 
 
The process of mining and upgrading lithium into lithium carbonate is simplified as follows: 
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RISK FACTORS 
 
If Force is unable to meet the payment schedules indicated on the Zoro 1 option agreement, it 
could lose its rights to the property. 
 
The results of the 43-101F1 report are historic, and cannot be interpreted to mean current 
estimates. 
 
Although there are no native (First Nations) groups exerting rights of the claims, this could 
change in the future.  However, Canada’s experience in dealing with these issues is well 
documented and a mitigating factor to this risk. 
 
The Province of Manitoba, and the government of Canada may change environmental rules to 
the Company’s detriment. 
 
Force Energy Corp. can offer no assurances it can raise finances necessary to maintain its options 
on the claims or to perform the exploratory work necessary to prove a reserve.  However, 
historically the Company has been able to count on its shareholders to finance acquisitions on 
short notice.  In addition, it has a $5 million equity line of credit available (although dilution is a 
risk). 
 
Any investment in the Company should be considered highly speculative as it is an exploration 
company listed on the OTCBB. 
 
The business of lithium exploration and development is highly speculative involving substantial 
risk. There is generally no way to recover any funds expended on a particular property unless 
reserves are established and unless we can exploit such reserves in an economic manner. The 
Company can provide investors with no assurance that any property interest acquired will 
provide commercially exploitable reserves. Any expenditure by the Company in connection with 
locating, acquiring and developing an interest in a mineral property may not provide or contain 
commercial quantities of reserves. 
 
Lithium demand projected to increase due to demand for electric vehicles may not materialize as 
the demand may be a cultural “fad”. 
 
Lithium prices are not quoted on the spot market making it difficult to estimate the value and 
quantity of reserves. 
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MANAGEMENT 
 
Tim DeHerrera,  President & CEO: 
 
Mr. DeHerrera has been president, chairman or on the board of directors of several publicly 
traded and private entities during his career in corporate finance. Most recently he was President 
of a public company and he facilitated a successful merger of that company that closed in May 
2010. Additionally, during the past several years he has been a consultant to numerous 
companies in oil and gas exploration, technology and credit card financing. Mr. DeHerrera has 
extensive experience in investment banking, capital formation, capital restructures, private 
placements, lender negotiations and overall business development. 
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RIMINI PROJECTION MODEL 
 

 
The Rimini projection model utilizes two methodologies for estimating a Projected Price per 
Share Estimate for Force Energy Corp.  The Rimini Projection Model uses existing cost 
structures for lithium miners in Canada, as well as projections made by lithium miners world-
wide.  The Model anticipates losses for the near term future, is predicated on an equity raise to 
finance exploration, and an exit resulting in the sale of the asset/Company, joint venture with a 
major mining company to exploit the asset or takeover of the Company. 
 
The Model makes the following assumptions: 
 

1. Force Energy Corp. will raise funds for exploration/discovery of a reserve and to 
continue as a going concern as and when necessary for equity 

2. Only the Zoro 1 claims are considered 
3. Only the reserve of lithium is considered for resource value 
4. Grades of .0945% lithium are considered for book value 
5. PPPS consideres projected cashflows 
6. Total Undiluted tonnage 
7. Specific gravity of rock in Canadian Shield is averaged at 2.68 
8. Only historic reserves are considered 
9. Value of ore based on lithium priced as per May 2011 contract price

The PPVES (Projected Production Value Estimate per Share) target reflects prices paid for 
exploration companies by majors, cash flow projections made by the company and those by the 
industry.  In our valuation, we considered: 
 

·  Infrastructure available near the Zoro 1 site 
·  Recently negotiated prices for the sale of raw lithium 
·  Recently negotiated prices for the sale of lithium carbonate 
·  Higher than Average Operating Costs as compared to competitors 
·  Transportation costs to the nearest facility 
·  Expansion of resource once mining under way 
·  Expansion in number of properties in region 
·  Costs of raising equity capital to build the required infrastructure 
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Projected Price Per Share Estimate: 
 

Since all estimates are for known data and do not consider unknown reserves, we can rationally 
expect the Company will, at this time, look to selling its resource via JV with a major mining 
company, an outright sale of the asset, or a takeover rather than developing the resource itself.  
Any of the above scenario will likely require a discount to market. If we conservatively estimate 
a discount of 30% to book value, and add in a premium for the unexplored dykes, we arrive at a 
value of $1.82.  If we average the value derived from cash flow calculations and book value, we 
arrive at a value of $1.833.  We therefore estimate the Projected Price per Share Estimate at: 
$1.82
